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Dr Shaikha Alnaimi is a licensed clinical pharmacist who is currently working at the
Women’s Wellness and Research Center at Hamad Medical Corporation (HMC). She
started her career as an active member of the Neonatal Intensive Care Unit (NICU) and
its dynamic interprofessional team. Dr. Shaikha is currently an Assistant Executive
Director at the Corporate Pharmacy Office and Co-Head of the Pharmacy Research Center
at HMC. Her role at the Pharmacy Research Center is to plan and execute research
training, education and support for pharmacists, with the aim of improving the quality of
pharmacist contribution to research in HMC.
